Midway Christian Church is celebrating the Feast of the 
Epiphany with a medieval menu prepared by Chef Ouita 
Michel and her staff. The feast will be served at the Midway College Piper Din-
ing Hall. The feast will begin with the traditional parade of the boar's head. The 
festive buffet will feature the roast hog stuffed with sausages; roasted onions with 
balsamic vinegar and honey; honey-roasted chicken; saffron rice pilaf; carrot 
pudding with currants and dates; sweet-and-sour cabbage and lentils; salad of let-
tuces, fennel, mint, parsley, flowers and egg; king cake; poached pears; and can-
died pine nuts. Appetizers include ancient Turkish flatbread, cheese and walnut 
dip, spiced toasted almonds, spelt bread and olives. Entertainment will be pro-
vided by Muzik, a medieval music group that plays authentic replicas of ancient 
instruments.
